Whereas the purpose of the Boy Scouts of America is to 

teach America’s youth self-reliance, character, ethical de-

cisionmaking, and civic leadership through adherence to 

the Scout Oath and Law; 

Whereas, by 1912, Scouts were enrolled in every State; 
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Whereas the first Eagle Scout Award was earned in 1912, 

and more than 2,722,000 youth have earned the Eagle 

Scout Award since; 

Whereas nearly 29,000 young men and women earned the 

rank of Eagle Scout in 2023; 

Whereas, in 1916, Congress granted the Boy Scouts of Amer-

ica a Federal charter; 

Whereas there are more than 1,000,000 youth currently en-

rolled in Scouting who helped contribute more than 

7,100,000 service hours in 2023, helping to build strong-

er communities across the country; 

Whereas more than 628,000 adult volunteer leaders serve 

young people in their communities through religious, 

civic, and other organizations chartered by the Boy 

Scouts of America;
